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Software

· Journal Management, e.g. OJS and bepress’ EdiKit
· Software for the management of peer-review journals

· May create open access journal or restricted access

· Example: Russell http://digitalcommons.mcmaster.ca/russelljournal/ 

· Digital Asset Management, e.g. CONTENTdm – commonly used product from OCLC
· Can include images, text, pdf, audio, video

· Strong connection to WorldCat

· Tend to be developed for articles not for journals as a whole

· Large Scale digitization, e.g. Google Book Project and Hathi Trust

· Partnership of CIC institutions, University of California System, University of Virginia

· Google book content and additional content, with additional features

Types of Serials
· Currently published/born digital 

· No back content – outside of scope of talk

· Digital back content in old system - May be early experiments in e-publishing

· Old formatting example: CRISP http://www.uiowa.edu/~grpproc/crisp/crisp.html
· Non-traditional layout and multimedia example:  Poroi http://inpress.lib.uiowa.edu/poroi/poroi/issues.html  and http://ir.uiowa.edu/poroi/
· Non-Journal serial example: EJAB http://sdrc.lib.uiowa.edu/ejab/ and http://ir.uiowa.edu/ejab/ 
· Print back content

· Example: Medieval Feminist Forum http://ir.uiowa.edu/mff/
· Retrospective

· Rare title or a primary source
· Example: Dada journals http://sdrc.lib.uiowa.edu/dada/collection.html; Migration complexities can crop up - International Dada Archive Includes In-Analytics http://infohawk.uiowa.edu/F?func=file&file_name=find-b&local_base=iow02
· Local interest/locally published 

· What do you care so much about that it is worth the time and effort?

· Will it be done by another project? For us — always keep Google in mind

· Done by someone else
