Mon. 12/19-Fri. 1/20: Complete reference checks and formalize final rankings.

Week of 1/23: Conference call to set the slate.  Nominees notified of status (slated or not).
Mon. 1/30: Slate finalized and announced to Board as courtesy.

Wed. 2/1: Slate announced to general NASIG membership.

Thurs. 2/2: Call for petition candidates.

Fri. 2/17: Standard nominee profiles due from slated candidates.

[NOTE: Presidents’ Day is 2/20]

Mon. 2/20: Petitions (with supporting documentation) due no later than midnight, EST.

Mon. 2/27: Electronic ballot made available to membership.
