2010 CHAMPION AWARD FAQ
What is the purpose of the Champion Award?
The purpose of the NASIG Champion Award is to acknowledge the contributions of a professional to the serials field.  The primary focus for evaluating applications will be the individual’s impact on the profession as exhibited in publications, presentations, innovative thinking, service, and endeavors to foster collaboration among participants in the serials profession.
Who is eligible for the award?

This award is open to qualified persons who hold a position with responsiblities for some aspect of serials in North American countries (defined for this purpose as the United States, Canada, Mexico, and Greenland).  Applicants must demonstrate their influence or effect on the serials field although applicants need not be NASIG members.  Candidates may be considered for the award through either of the following:

· Nomination by peer or peers 
· Direct application for the award (Self-nomination) 
What is NASIG?
Established in 1985, NASIG is an independent, international organization committed to promoting communication and sharing of ideas among all people working with or concerned about serial publications. More information about NASIG is available at NASIG website.

Do I have to join NASIG in order to apply for the award?
No, membership in NASIG is not required. However, the recipient will receive a free year's membership in NASIG.

How many awards will be awarded?
NASIG will select one award winner every five years.  This is only the second time that the Champion Award has been offered.
What is the award application deadline?
January 18, 2010
What does the award include and how are travel plans arranged?
The award provides the recipient with conference registration, three nights lodging, and travel costs within North America to attend NASIG's annual conference for the year in which the award is given.  In addition, the recipient will receive a year's free membership in NASIG and a monetary award of five hundred dollars ($500.00 US).  A member of the NASIG Awards & Recognition Committee will be in contact with all award winners to make travel arrangements.
If I am a successful applicant, when will my free year of NASIG membership begin and end?
The free year of membership begins with the first day of the 2010 Annual Conference and concludes with the first day of the 2011 Annual Conference.

Can I fax or email my application?
Materials must be submitted electronically either in Microsoft Word or plaintext (.txt) format by January 18, 2010.

How do I apply?
Application forms and reference questionnaires will be available after October 1, 2010, through the NASIG Web Awards Page, and from Chris Brady, Co-Chair, Awards & Recognition Committee.
